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Non-Scheduled NORM Surveyor Courses

ARS International can teach two different types of NORM Surveyor Courses at a location and date of your choosing; a four hour version and an eight hour version.  Both versions are accepted by the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality (LDEQ) and the Texas Department of State Health Services, Bureau of Radiation Control.  Both course versions contain information on the hazards associated with NORM, personnel protection, regulatory limits, the proper use of survey instruments (their operation, calibrations and limitations), and a NORM surveying practical session.

The eight hour version differs from the four hour version in that it goes into deeper detail on the biological effects of radiation, sources of radiation in the environment, and risk associated with exposure to low levels of radiation exposure.

8-hr NORM Surveyor Course

The 8-hour NORM Surveyor course is normally taught at a client’s facility, however, the course can be taught at a Hotel Conference room in Baton Rouge arranged by ARS.  Cost of the course is $295 per student, with a minimum charge of 5 students ($1,475).  Courses taught on weekends, Federal Holidays, and offshore locations are billed at $495 per student, with a minimum charge of 5 students ($2,475).  If the instructor is required to drive to a client’s location to teach a course, mileage is billed at a rate of $0.75 per mile.  Additional charges, should the instructor be required to fly to a location to teach the course, such as plane fare, hotels, rental cars, meals and Fedexing of materials are billed at cost + 25%.  It should be noted that Fedex charges for training materials (books, survey instruments, and other instructional materials) may exceed $600 in some cases.
4-hr NORM Surveyor Course

The 4-hour NORM Surveyor course is also normally taught at a client’s facility, however, the course can be taught at a Hotel Conference room in Baton Rouge arranged by ARS.  Cost of the course is $195 per student, with a minimum charge of 5 students ($975).  Courses taught on weekends, Federal Holidays, and offshore locations are billed at $325 per student, with a minimum charge of 5 students ($1,625).  If the instructor is required to drive to a client’s location to teach a course, mileage is billed at a rate of $0.75 per mile.  Additional charges, should the instructor be required to fly to a location to teach the course, such as plane fare, hotels, rental cars, meals and Fedexing of materials are billed at cost + 25%.  It should be noted that Fedex charges for training materials (books, survey instruments, and other instructional materials) may exceed $600 in some cases.
1-hr NORM Awareness Course
A NORM Awareness course is normally taught at a client’s facility.  Cost of the course is $500.  Courses taught on weekends, Federal Holidays, and offshore locations are billed at $325 per student, with a minimum charge of 5 students ($800).  If the instructor is required to drive to a client’s location to teach a course, mileage is billed at a rate of $0.75 per mile.  Additional charges, should the instructor be required to fly to a location to teach the course, such as plane fare, hotels, rental cars, meals and Fedexing of materials are billed at cost + 25%.  
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
